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The Wisdom of Vision 
 

Proverbs 29:18 (NKJV) 
Where there is no revelation, the people cast off restraint; but happy is he who keeps 
the law.  
 
Revelation: spiritual vision; a knowledge of God’s will and direction for our lives on a 
spiritual level.  
 
Genesis 1:1–4 (NKJV) 
In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth. The earth was without form, 
and void; and darkness was on the face of the deep. And the Spirit of God was hovering 
over the face of the waters. Then God said, "Let there be light"; and there was light. And 
God saw the light, that it was good; and God divided the light from the darkness. 
 
Genesis 1:26–28 (NKJV) 
Then God said, "Let Us make man in Our image, according to Our likeness; let them 
have dominion over the fish of the sea, over the birds of the air, and over the cattle, over 
all the earth and over every creeping thing that creeps on the earth." So God created 
man in His own image; in the image of God He created him; male and female He 
created them. Then God blessed them, and God said to them, "Be fruitful and multiply; 
fill the earth and subdue it; have dominion over the fish of the sea, over the birds of the 
air, and over every living thing that moves on the earth." 
 
Isaiah 46:9–10 (NKJV) 
Remember the former things of old, for I am God, and there is no other; I am God, and 
there is none like Me, declaring the end from the beginning, and from ancient times 
things that are not yet done, saying, “My counsel shall stand, and I will do all My 
pleasure,”  
 
Proverbs 8:1-4 NKJV 
Does not wisdom cry out, and understanding lift up her voice? She takes her stand on 
the top of the high hill, beside the way, where the paths meet. She cries out by the 
gates, at the entry of the city, at the entrance of the doors: “To You, O men, I call, and 
my voice is to the sons of men.  
 
 
 



Proverbs 8:22–36 (NKJV)

Now therefore, listen to me, my children, for blessed are those who keep my ways. Hear 
instruction and be wise, and do not disdain it. Blessed is the man who listens to me, 
watching daily at my gates, waiting at the posts of my doors. For whoever finds me finds 
life, and obtains favor from the LORD; But he who sins against me wrongs his own soul; 
All those who hate me love death. 
 
Acts 2:15–18 (NKJV) 
For these are not drunk, as you suppose, since it is only the third hour of the day. But 
this is what was spoken by the prophet Joel:  
“And it shall come to pass in the last days, says God, That I will pour out of My Spirit on 
all flesh; Your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, Your young men shall see 
visions, Your old men shall dream dreams. And on My menservants and on My 
maidservants I will pour out My Spirit in those days; And they shall prophesy.” 
 
John 5:19–20 (NKJV)

How to Get Vision 
 

1. Get it First 
 

Proverbs 8:2–4 (NKJV) 
She takes her stand on the top of the high hill, beside the way, where the 
paths meet. She cries out by the gates, at the entry of the city, at the entrance 
of the doors: “To you, O men, I call, and my voice is to the sons of men.” 
 
Matthew 6:33 (NKJV) 
But seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, and all these things 
shall be added to you.  
 

2. Get it by Faith 
 

James 1:5–8 (NKJV) 
If any of you lacks wisdom, let him ask of God, who gives to all liberally and 
without reproach, and it will be given to him. But let him ask in faith, with no 
doubting, for he who doubts is like a wave of the sea driven and tossed by the 
wind. For let not that man suppose that he will receive anything from the Lord; 
he is a double-minded man, unstable in all his ways.  
 
Hebrews 11:6 (NKJV) 
But without faith it is impossible to please Him. For he who comes to God 
must believe that He is and that He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek 
Him.  
 

3. Get it from the Holy Spirit 



John 16:13 (NKJV) 
However, when He, the Spirit of truth, has come, He will guide you into all 
truth; for He will not speak on His own authority, but whatever He hears He 
will speak; and He will tell you things to come.
