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Loved and Rescued

Luke 15:3—4 (NLT)

So Jesus told them this story: “If a man has a hundred sheep and one of them gets
lost, what will he do? Won'’t he leave the ninety-nine others in the wilderness and go to
search for the one that is lost until he finds it?”

The Sign: Jesus Walks on Water — There is no storm that can keep Jesus from
us!

John 6:16-21 (NLT)

That evening Jesus’ disciples went down to the shore to wait for him. But as darkness
fell and Jesus still hadn’t come back, they got into the boat and headed across the lake
toward Capernaum. Soon, a gale swept down upon them, and the sea grew very
rough. They had rowed three or four miles when suddenly they saw Jesus walking on
the water toward the boat. They were terrified, but he called out to them, “Don’t be
afraid. | am here!” Then they were eager to let him in the boat, and immediately they
arrived at their destination!

Joshua 1:9 (NLT)
This is my command—be strong and courageous! Do not be afraid or discouraged. For
the Lord your God is with you wherever you go.

2 Timothy 1:6-7 (NLT)
This is why | remind you to fan into flames the spiritual gift God gave you when | laid
my hands on you. For God has not given us a spirit of fear and timidity, but of power,
love, and self-discipline.

1. When anxiety, worry, and fear seek to rise in you, move yourself into God’s
Presence.



The | Am Statement: “I Am the Resurrection and the Life.” — Jesus shows how
He overcomes death, meaning He overcomes everything.

John 11:17-26 (NLT)

When Jesus arrived at Bethany, he was told that Lazarus had already been in his
grave for four days. Bethany was only a few miles down the road from Jerusalem, and
many of the people had come to console Martha and Mary in their loss. When Martha
got word that Jesus was coming, she went to meet him. But Mary stayed in the house.
Martha said to Jesus, “Lord, if only you had been here, my brother would not have
died. But even now | know that God will give you whatever you ask.”

Jesus told her, “Your brother will rise again.”

“Yes,” Martha said, “he will rise when everyone else rises, at the last day.”

Jesus told her, “I am the resurrection and the life. Anyone who believes in me will live,
even after dying. Everyone who lives in me and believes in me will never ever die. Do
you believe this, Martha?”

2. In Jesus, we have eternal hope. Tapping into that hope leads us to life.

The Discourse: Jesus is The Good Shepherd — Jesus Lays Down, and Picks Up,
His Life for Us.

John 10:11-21 (NLT)

“I am the good shepherd. The good shepherd sacrifices his life for the sheep. A hired
hand will run when he sees a wolf coming. He will abandon the sheep because they
don’t belong to him and he isn’t their shepherd. And so the wolf attacks them and
scatters the flock. The hired hand runs away because he’s working only for the money
and doesn’t really care about the sheep.

“I am the good shepherd; | know my own sheep, and they know me, just as my Father
knows me and | know the Father. So, | sacrifice my life for the sheep. | have other
sheep, too, that are not in this sheepfold. | must bring them also. They will listen to my
voice, and there will be one flock with one shepherd.

“The Father loves me because | sacrifice my life so | may take it back again. No one
can take my life from me. | sacrifice it voluntarily. For | have the authority to lay it down
when | want to and also to take it up again. For this is what my Father has
commanded.”

When he said these things, the people were again divided in their opinions about him.
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Some said, “He’s demon possessed and out of his mind. Why listen to a man like
that?” Others said, “This doesn’t sound like a man possessed by a demon! Can a
demon open the eyes of the blind?”

3. Are you confident in your eternal life? Jesus is the resurrection and the life!
